The Role of Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) in the
Development of Russian Federal Statehood

On April 12, 2022 within the framework of the 100th anniversary of the formation
of the Yakut Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic, a scientific event was held at the Institute
of State and Law of the Russian Academy of Sciences (Moscow) on the topic: "The role of the
Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) in the development of Russian federal statehood." The organizers
of the round table were the M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University, the Institute
of State and Law of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Yakutsk Regional Branch of the
Russian Bar Association.

The event was opened by and the plenary part was directed by the Director of the Institute
of State and Law of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Corresponding Member of the Russian
Academy of Sciences, Doctor of Science, Professor Alexander Savenkov, who highly
appreciated the role of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) in strengthening and developing the
Russian Federation. He noted that a strong legal school has been created in Yakutia, consisting
of highly qualified specialists in the field of law, which contributes to the development of legal
education and science, as well as the formation of a stable legal framework.

The event was also moderated by Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy
of Sciences, Doctor of Science, Professor Andrei Gabov and Chairman of the Yakutsk Regional
Branch of the Russian Bar Association, Doctor of Law, Professor of the Law Department of the
M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University Alexander Kim-Kimen.

The welcoming speech at the opening of the round table, was made by the Rector of the
M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University, Dr.S. in Bio., Professor Anatoly Nikolaev.
He noted that, since joining Russia, Yakutia has been a major region of the country, and has
passed a significant path of development. The events of a century ago determined the modern
appearance of the republic, laid the foundations that still move it forward. The creation
of the Yakut ASSR as part of the RSFSR played a key role in the life of the multinational
people of Yakutia, including in educational terms. In 1934, the Pedagogical Institute was
founded - the first higher educational institution of the republic, which was subsequently
transformed into the Yakutsk State University, and 12 years ago became a federal university.
Today, the NEFU is a large scientific and educational conglomerate, uniting 3 branches, 13
institutes, 6 departments, 5 research institutes, 1600 lecturers and more than 18 thousand students.

In his speech, the co-chairman of the Association of Lawyers of Russia Vladimir Pligin,
covering the process of overcoming disagreements and the approach of legislators to
regulate them, aimed at preserving unity, at the same time the identity of the people and their
language, noted: "We found in 2006. a fine line that made it possible to strengthen the unity
of the Russian Federation. And every time you visit Yakutia, you see great progress in its
development."

Addressing the participants of the discussion, Senator of the Russian Federation from
the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), Dr. S. in Economy Alexander Akimov emphasized the
importance of the unity of the peoples of Russia, raising the spirit of patriotism of all Russians
in a difficult historical period, when the Russian Federation defends its sovereign rights in the
conditions of unprecedented sanctions pressure from the West. He also noted that Yakutia is an
Arctic region and does a lot to protect Russia's interests in the Arctic.
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Deputy Secretary of the Public Chamber of Russia, Chairman of the Russian Professor
Assembly, Academician of the Russian Academy of Education, Dr. S. in Law, Professor
Vladislav Grib stressed that Yakutia is one of the most advanced regions of the Russian
Federation, where initiative and creative people live, who make their worthy contribution to the
development of education and science of Russia.

On behalf of the Head of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) A.S. Nikolaev and the
Government of Yakutia, the audience was greeted by Olga Balabkina, Deputy Prime Minister
of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia). She noted the sustainable socio-economic development
of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) on the basis of the Strategy for the Development of Yakutia
and effective interaction with federal authorities.

With great interest, the participants of the round table received the greeting of the
Chairman of the State Assembly (Il Tumen) of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia),
Cand. S. in Polisci, Alexei Eremeev, who noted the main milestones in the development of the
republic as part of the Russian Federation, paid tribute to the founders of the Yakut Autonomous
Soviet Socialist Republic Maxim Ammosov, Platon Oyunsky, Isidor Barakhov, Stepan
Arzhakov, outlined the role of Yakut parliamentarians in improving legislation.

During the course of the scientific platform prominent persons of science and scientists
took part and made reports, such as: Mikhail Lebedev, General Director of the Federal
Research Center "Yakutsk Scientific Center of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy
of Sciences," Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Dr.S. in Engineering,
Professor; Alexander Kim-Kimen, Chairman of the Yakutsk Regional Branch of the Russian

In his report on the role of the individual in the development of the statehood of the
Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) Alexander Kim-Kimen emphasized the special role of the first
president of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) Mikhail Efimovich Nikolaev in the adoption of
the Declaration on State Sovereignty of Yakutia, which consists primarily in supporting the
main provisions of the Declaration on State Sovereignty of Russia, emphasizes the importance
of developing our republic as part of the renewed Russian Federation, as well as in initiating
and signing the Federal Treaty of March 31, 1992, which is a state-forming document. It is also
especially significant that on the same day an Agreement was signed between the governments
of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) on economic issues, and
subsequently an Agreement on Property Delimitation of November 25, 1992, which became
the basis for the budgetary provision of Yakutia. Its role is also great in the adoption of the
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Constitution of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), which entered into force on April 27, 1992,
as well as in the development and adoption of the Constitution of the Russian Federation
of December 12, 1993. This laid the foundation for strengthening the unity of the Russian
Federation and the worthy development of our republic in its composition. In addition,
he noted the outstanding role of Professor Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov in the formation and
development of higher legal education and science in Yakutia, which made it possible to form
a base for the training of highly qualified lawyers for the republic, including with the support
of leading universities in the country, including M.V. Lomonosov Moscow State University.
And today the law faculty of NEFU is the powerhouse of the federal university.

The round table discussed topical issues of the theory and practice of regulating
constitutional and multifaceted sectoral legal relations related to the development and
strengthening of Russian federal statechood. Many participants spoke out about the uniqueness
of the history of the development of statehood of the republic, noted the contribution of Maxim
Ammosov, Platon Oyunsky, Isidor Barakhov, the first president of the republic Mikhail
Nikolaev and the founder of the higher law school in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), Professor
Mikhail Fedorov, Dr. S. in Law. Participants from Moscow, Tatarstan, Bashkortostan warmly
congratulated the Yakuts on the upcoming 100th anniversary of Yakut statehood.

Commenting on the results of such a significant scientific event held in Moscow,
the capital of our Motherland, Professor Alexander Kim-Kimen noted: "Indeed, the scale and
significance of this event cannot be overestimated. Since within the walls of the Institute of
State and Law of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the country's legal elite gathered, praising
the role of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) in the development of Russian federal statehood.
We have been preparing this scientific forum for two years, based on the instructions of the
Head of Yakutia Aisen Nikolaev on the need for a scientific legal and historical and retrospective
analysis of the development of our republic as part of the Russian Federation. "

It should be noted that in addition to assessing the results of the state-legal development of
the republic, the prospects for future cooperation were discussed, which will be reflected in
the conclusive recommendations of the scientific event. All the reports will be published in the
collection papers from this event dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the Yakut Republic.
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
