On 3 February 2025, Gavril Gavrilovich Okorokov, a literary critic, Candidate of
Philological Sciences, member of the USSR Writers’ Union and Yakutia Writers’ Union, as
well as an editorial board member of “Polyarnaya Zvezda” and “Khotugu Sulus”, Associate
Professor of the Department of Yakut Language and Literature of the Faculty of History
and Philology at the M.K. Ammosov Yakutsk State University, would have turned 100
years old. Gavril Gavrilovich was born on 3 February 1925 in the Satagai village, Altansky
nasleg, Amginsky district of the YASSR (Yakut Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic).

In 1953, Gavril Okorokov graduated from the Moscow Library Institute, where he
learned the basics of the bibliography of the literatures of the peoples of Russia from
renowned scientists who made a significant contribution to the development of Soviet
library science. From 1953 to 1956, he began his professional career as a scientific
secretary of the A.S. Pushkin Yakutsk Republican Library, where he began to focus
seriously on literary criticism. In 1956, he successfully graduated from the evening
Marxism-Leninism course at the Yakutsk Committee of the CPSU (Communist Party
of the Soviet Union). Furthermore, he was admitted to the postgraduate programme
of the Yakutsk branch of Academy of Science of the USSR, specialising in Yakut
Literature. In 1958, he was admitted to the CPSU.

Since the 1960s, Gavril Okorokov was a member of the Yakutia Writers” Union for
many years. He held the position of Head of the Department of Criticism and Journalism.
Moreover, he was a member of the editorial boards of the periodicals “Khotugu Sulus” and
“Polyarnaya Zvezda”. In 1973, he became a member of the USSR Writers’ Union.

Gavril Okorokov made a significant contribution to the development of the Higher
Education in Yakut Literature. From 1965 to the 1990s he taught at YSU, and in 1971
he defended the dissertation for the degree of Candidate of Philological Sciences at the
AM. Gorky Institute of the World Literature. The title of his dissertation was “The
concept of world and man in A.E. Kulakovsky poetry”.

In 1956, when the Pedagogical Institute was reorganised on the basis of Yakutsk
State University, the Department of Yakut Language and Literature was expanded. Since
the mid-1960s, the number of literary works increased, and literary critics in particular
G.R. Kardashevsky, G.G. Okorokov, V.N. Protodyakonov and E.P. Shestakov worked as
senior lecturers. The establishment of Yakut Literature research clubs were created and
students began to participate in Yakutsk State University conferences.

For the first time, more advanced scientific programmes for the university courses
“Yakut Folklore” and “History of Yakut Literature” were developed under the guidance
of Associate Professors 1.G. Spiridonov and G.G. Okorokov. The publications of the
department include two collections of articles and speeches by G.G. Okorokov, a member
of the Union of Writers of the USSR: “Traditions and Search”, “Height of the Soul”.
By 1984, the total number of scientific and methodological works published about 60
printed sheets.

The academic staff of the Department undertook a significant role in creation
of stable textbooks of language and literature for the national schools of the autonomous
republic. For example, G.G. Okorokov is the author and editor of the stable textbook-
anthology “Yakut Literature” for students from 8" to 10" grade (A.E. Mordinov. Faculty
of History and Philology // “Yakutsk State University”. To the 50" anniversary of the
Higher Education in Yakutia, 1984, p. 82, 83, 84).
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In 1963, V. Protodyakonov and N. Alekseev published the first bio-bibliography
of Yakut literature, entitled “The Literature of Soviet Yakutia”, which included an
introductory article by Gavril Okorokov. In this work, he provides a detailed analysis of
the development of Yakut literature, focusing on the unique characteristics that define
the literary. According to 1.G. Spiridonov (1963), Gavril Okorokov “laid the foundation
for illuminating the work of the Yakut Literature founders: A. Kulakovsky, A. Sofronov,
N. Neustroev, P. Oyunsky, fully revealing their authentic role in the formation of Yakut
Literature” (Bio-bibliography of Yakut Literature, “Voprosy Literatury”, 1963, Nell, p. 252-253).

Furthermore, IV. Pukhov states with confidence: “It can be stated with full
responsibility that a Yakut scholar, thoroughly versed in the full spectrum of
contemporary Soviet literary criticism, has undertaken an analysis of the works
of A.E. Kulakovsky and possesses a profound understanding of its complexities. Therefore,
G.G. Okorokov succeeded in writing a work that meets all the high requirements”
(LV. Pukhov’s review of dissertation “The concept of world and man in A.E. Kulakovsky
poetry” by G.G. Okorokov, p. 1, 2).

The prominent Soviet literary critic M.N. Pakhomenko at the 6th Plenum of the
RSFSR (Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic) Writers’ Union noted that
Gavril Okorokov combined theoretical insights and historical perspectives with active
intervention in the contemporary literary developments (The book “New Horizons of
Yakut Literature”, 1976. p. 169).

Gavril Okorokov was the first Yakut literary academic who gave a complete picture
of the history of the accelerated development of Yakut literature in comparison and
inseparable connection with other young literatures of the peoples of Siberia and the Far
East. He published his works in the main editions of literary journals and newspapers,
and thus became a “popularizer” of Yakut writers and the history of the development of
Yakut literature outside of the republic (G.G. Philippov. Heights of a man’s work. Khotugu
Sulus. — 1985. — No 2. — p. 91-95).

His works were published in “Great Soviet Encyclopedia” (1978, vol. 30, p. 1469-1471),
“Concise Literary Encyclopedia” (1975, vol. 8, p. 1072-1076), also in publishing house
“Sovetsky Pisatel”, in newspapers “Literaturnaya Rossia”, “Pravda”, “Shyyn” (Tuva),
“Molot” (Udmurtia), in journals “Voprosy Literatury”, “Druzhba Narodov”, “Detskaya
Literatura”, “Ogonyok”, “Khotugu Sulus”, “Polyarnaya Zvezda”, etc.

Gavril Philippov, Vyacheslav Okorokov, Stepan Kolodeznikov, Semyon Popov, Egor
Neimokhov, Vasily Illarionov, Vasily Bosikov, Raisa Zakharova, Evdokiya Sleptsova,
Nikolay Bryzgalov, Ivan Vinokurov, Pavel Kharitonov, Vladimir Likhanov, Praskovya
Zykova, Maria Luginova, Varvara Okorokova, Valentina Sivtseva, Natalia Burtseva,
Gerasim Levin, Rimma Zhirkova, Sardana Eginova, Linda Sofronova, Ivan Alekseev
and others were his students. Many of them became highly qualified specialists, well-
known people, writers, scientists, public figures.

The name of Gavril Okorokov is remembered in the editions “Writers of the national
literatures of Eastern Siberia. 1965-1974” (1978), in the bio-bibliographical reference book
“Writers of Yakutia” (1981, 1995), “Writers of Olonkho land” (2000), in the Encyclopedic
dictionary of Yakutia of the publishing house “Nauka” in Novosibirsk (2018), in the
bibliographical reference book “Writers of Yakutia” (2019), in peoples encyclopedia
“Teacher, before your name...” of the publishing house “Ayar” (2023) and in many other
articles about him in books, collections, journals, newspapers, in reminiscences of his
contemporaries, colleagues, students, relatives, children and grandchildren.

For many years of dedicated work in training highly qualified specialists and
for achievements in scientific research, Gavril Okorokov was honoured with the
Certificate of Honour of the Supreme Soviet of the YASSR, Certificates of Honour of the
Ministry of Higher Education of the RSFSR, and other ministries, and departments.
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
