Praskovya Vasilievna Sivtseva-Maksimova is a Doctor of Philological Sciences,
Professor at the Department of Yakut Literature, M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal
University (NEFU), Chief Researcher at the A.E. Kulakovsky Research institute
of NEFU, and Editor-in-Chief of the journal “Issues of National Literature”.

Issues pertaining to the history, developmental patterns, and theoretical aspects of
genre forms in Yakut poetry are closely linked to the name of Praskovya Vasilievna.
She is widely recognized in Russia and beyond as a literary scholar and the author of
foundational scholarly works on the history of Yakut literature.

After graduating in 1974 from the Department of Russian Language and Literature,
Faculty of History and Philology, Yakut State University, Praskovya Vasilievna worked
as a teacher in various regions of the republic and in Yakutsk. Since 1982, she has been
associated with Yakut State University (now M.K. Ammosov NEFU). From 1990 to 2017,
she progressed through the ranks, holding the positions as Assistant, Senior Lecturer,
Associate Professor, Professor, and Head of the Department of Yakut Literature. In 1990,
she defended her Candidate of Science dissertation on “The formation and development
of the poem genre in Yakut literature”, and in 1999, she defended her Doctoral
dissertation on “The evolution of the genre system in Yakut poetry: typological aspects”
at Bashkir State University (Ufa).

During her tenure as Head of the Department of Yakut Literature (1999-2009), a
new specialization, “Literary criticism and editing” was established. Curricula and
specialization guidelines were developed, tested, and approved by the federal ministry.
Graduate studies in “Literature of the peoples of the Russian Federation (Yakut
Literature)” were initiated at Yakut State University, and licenses for graduate and
doctoral programs were obtained from the Ministry of Education and Science of the
Russian Federation. In 1987, a dissertation council in the literature of the peoples of
the Russian Federation was established, which operated successfully for over 20 years,
with Praskovya Vasilievna serving as its Academic Secretary. She is also a member of
the dissertation council in literary studies at Buryat State University and the dissertation
council in pedagogical sciences D 212.306.02 at NEFU. She has participated in
dissertation councils at Bashkir State University, the G. Ibragimov Institute of Language,
Literary and Art of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic Tatarstan, the Institute of
World Literature of the Russian Academy of Sciences, and Buryat State University.

Praskovya Vasilievna leads the Educational and Scientific Laboratory “Modern
aspects of researching the artistic and scientific heritage of A.E. Kulakovsky”, the master’s
program in philology “Textology and literary criticism”, and the research school “Yakut
literature: poeticsof genres, problems of textology and literary criticism”. For over twenty
years, she has supervised the student research circle “Bayanai algyha”. In 2025, the
research school under the leadership received certification in a competition held by the
Russian Academy of Natural Sciences to celebrate the academy’s 20" anniversary.

Under the supervision of Praskovya Vasilievna, ten Candidate of Sciences
dissertations have been defended on pressing issues in literary studies, including the
scholarly biography of A.E. Kulakovsky, the poetics of dramatic poems, textual problems
in two editions of Amma Achchygyya’s novel “Springtime”, the poetics of fixed forms
in Yakut lyric poetry, and the works of Leonid Popov and Sergei Vasiliev-Borogonsky.
The research school organizes seminars and master classes for young philologists, as well
as all-Russian and republic-level conferences for students and graduate students, with
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publication of proceedings. Praskovya Vasilievna’s own participation in the organization
and conduct of international and all-Russian conferences is of considerable importance.
Her reports and articles invariably attract interest through their novelty and relevance,
as well as compelling scholarly foundations of their premises.

Praskovya Vasilievna is the author of over 300 published teaching aids and scholarly
works, including nine textbooks, teaching manuals, and anthologies; three monographs;
and contributions to four collective monographs on problem in Yakut literature, including
“Essays on the History of Yakut literature of the 20" century”, as well as holding six
copyrights. Praskovya Vasilievna’s educational publications are the first resources in the
analysis and presentations of the fundamentals of literary theory based on materials from
Yakut literature. She is the scientific editor of significant monographic works such as
“Literature of Yakutia of the 20" century” and “Scholarly biography of A.E. Kulakovsky”,
monographs by young scholars (T.N. Vasilieva, E.M. Efremova, S.I. Efremova),
and a member of the editorial boards of the peer-reviewed VAK journals “Vestnik
of North-Eastern Federal University” and “Epic studies”, as well as the editorial
board of the peer-reviewed journal “Izvestia of the Ufa Federal Research Center of the
Russian Academy of Sciences. Series: History. Philology. Culture” and the interuniversity
scholarly journal “Problems of Oriental studies” (Ufa).

Praskovya Vasilievna’s primary research interests include: the history of Yakut
literature, the study of genres and genre forms, textology, literary criticism, and the
legacy of A.E. Kulakovsky in the aspects of new directions in literary studies. She is a
leading researcher on the life and works of A.E. Kulakovsky and the responsible editor
for the preparation of volumes of his complete collected works for publication. Volumes
I, 11, and 111, “Poetic works” (2009), “Manuscript versions, lists, unpublished works and
dubia” (2018), and “To the Yakut intelligentsia. From the early archive” (2024), have been
published with scholarly commentaries by the Nauka Publishing House (Novosibirsk),
with a total volume of over 114 printer’s sheets. Work is proceeding according to plan
on the preparation of manuscripts of commentaries for Volume IV. The professor’s
scholarly activities to preserve the name of A.E. Kulakovsky and to promote his work
beyond Yakutia provide a model for the dialogue of cultures and literatures in the Eurasian
space. Praskovya Vasilievna has presented lectures and reports at conferences and
symposia in the United States (1997), Japan (2009), Kazakhstan (2013), Azerbaijan (2013),
and Serbia (2019). In 2010-2011, she won a Grant for “The poetry of A.E. Kulakovsky:
a comparative-historical study of editions in the aspect of textological analysis
of works, their variants, and ‘dubia’’; and she was a performer on an Grant from
2019-2021, “Source studies aspects of studying the role of Christian culture in the
formation of Yakut writing and literature”.

Praskovya Vasilievna has made substantial personal contributions to the
advancement of higher education and science in the Sakha Republic (Yakutia), as well
as to the training of specialists with higher education and highly qualified scholarly and
teaching personnel. She has been recognized with the distinction of “Excellent Worker
of Education of the Russian Federation” (1994), a Certificate of Honor from the Ministry
of Education and Science of the Russian Federation (2004), the “For merit in the field
of science” badge from the Ministry of Science and Vocational Education of the Sakha
Republic (Yakutia) (2007), the “Honorary Worker of Higher Professional Education of the
Russian Federation” badge (2009), the title of “Honored scientist of the Sakha Republic
(Yakutia)” (2011), the Medal “For contribution to the Implementation of State Policy in the
field of Education” from the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation
(2021), and the “Honorary Veteran of North-Eastern Federal University” badge (2024).

Praskovya Vasilievna commands the well-deserved respect of her colleagues and
is distinguished by her exceptionally conscientious approach to work, high level of
scholarly literacy, and extensive erudition. We are inspired by her unwavering creative
and scholarly enthusiasm and her inexhaustible source of ideas and projects.
