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The Path to the East: Celebrating the 25" Anniversary
of the Department of Oriental Languages
and Regional Studies, Institute of Modern Languages
and International Studies,

This year marks the 25" anniversary of the Department of Oriental Languages
and Regional Studies, Institute of Modern Languages and International Studies,
M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University. Prior to the department’s establishment,
the university had a history of teaching Oriental languages spanning over a decade.

Japanese was the first Oriental language introduced at Yakutsk State University, a
development that was not coincidental. Russian holds the distinction of being the first
country worldwide to initiate the teaching of Japanese as a foreign language, dating back
to 1705. Following St. Petersburg, the Yakut School of Japanese Language emerged,
where, purportedly from 1748, members of the crew from the shipwrecked Japanese vessel
“Taga-maru” instructed local inhabitants in the Japanese language. This school was
subsequently relocated to Irkutsk, laying the foundation for the advancement of Russian
Japanology. This historical context piqued the interest of Katsuki Hideo, the prospective
first instructor of Japanese language and Honorry Professor of Yakut State University,
leading him to accept a position in remote, rigorous Yakutia in the early 1990s. Thus,
the history of Oriental language instruction at the Department of Translation, Faculty of
Foreign Languages of Yakut State University, commenced in 1990. Notably, Apolloniy
Innokentievich Semyonov, the founder of the Faculty of Foreign Languages, Yakut
State University, was among the earliest individuals in the republic to study Japanese.

Concurrently with Japanese, instruction in Chinese as a second foreign language
began. The initial instructors included Galina Chernykh, a graduate of the
Blagoveshchensk Institute, and the Chinese entrepreneurs from the local market, known
as Volodya and Misha. The development of Korean studies in Yakutia was facilitated by
Kang Duksoo, a professor at Hankuk University of Foreign Studies and later an Emeritus
Professor Professor at M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University.

The establishment of the Department of Oriental Languages as an independent
structural unit was facilitated by the active support and assistance of Evgenia [saevna
Mikhailova, who at that time held the position of Minister of Education of the Sakha
Republic (Yakutia). Key figures within the university who played a direct role included
Olga Alekseevna Melnichuk, Vice-Rector of Yakut State University; Lyudmila
Sofronovna Zamorshchikova, Dean of the faculty of Foreign Languages; and Svetlana
Nikolaevna Barashkova, who served as the inaugural Head of the Department of
Oriental Languages and Regional Studies (2000-2006). The second Head of Department
was Tatiana Leonidovna Nikolaeva, a graduate of Khabarovsk State Pedagogical
University who defended her Candidate of Sciences dissertation in Korean Philology at
the Institute of Asian and African Studies, Moscow State University (2006-2014. Since
2014, the Department has been led by Elena Stepanovna Rufova, Cand. Sci. (Philology),
Associate Professor.

The department’s faculty comprises experienced instructors, including highly
qualified specialists with expertise in regional specificities, and early graduates of
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the Oriental studies program who have completed language immersion programs and
master’s degrees at universities in Japan, China, and Korea, such as Z.B. Stepanova,
VV. Lebedeva, TV. Ordakhova, and K.G. Egorova. Among the faculty who have
defended Candidate of Sciences dissertations on the methodology of teaching Oriental
languages are S.K. Efimova, who investigated the development of foreign language
communicative competence among bilingual students learning Japanese (with reference
to the Sakha Republic (Yakutia)), and A.A. Grigorieva, who explored the application of a
regionally and ethnically informed approach to teaching Chinese to language university
students. A significant advantage of the department, since its inceptions, has been its
collaboration with foreign partner universities and research institutions, such as Hankuk
University of Foreign Studies, Hokkaido University, Heilongjiang university, Moscow
City University, as well as the consistent presence of native-speaking instructors of
Oriental languages. Through collaboration with leading international centers, the
department has supported the administration of TOPIK (Test of Proficiency in
Korean, 2016-2022) and JLPT (Japanese-Language Proficiency Test, 2018-2021), both
international examinations for assessing language proficiency.

A notable outcome of the development of Chinese studies in the republic has been
the organization and execution, by faculty members of the department, of municipal and
regional stages of the All-Russian Olympiad for schoolchildren in Chinese. Furthermore,
A.A. Grigorieva, Associate Professor at the department, serves as Deputy Chairperson
of the examination board, while TV. Ordakhova, Senior Lecturer, is an expert
member of the Unified State Examination (USE) subject committee for Chinese in the
Sakha Republic (Yakutia).

The Arctic and Asian vectors of development constitute priority areas for our
university. Since September 2023, the department has implemented a communicative
Vietnamese language course for undergraduate and specialist degree students across
diverse disciplines, offered as an individualized educational technology.

Faculty and students of the department provide translation support for a variety of
events in the republic, including: the International Children of Asia Games (2004-2024);
“EXPO 2025” (Japan); translation of PV. Ogotoev’s Olonkho epic “Eles Bootur’ into
Korean; the construction of the Sakha-LG Center (2010); the “Sakura Branch on the
Land of Olonkho” Japanese culture festival, commemorating the 25" anniversary of
sister-city relations between Yakutsk and Muroyama and World Twin Cities Day (2017);
the ATURK Forum (2018); the Third Joint Meeting of the Consultative Council for the
Promotion of Russian-Japanese Inter-Parliamentary and Inter-Regional Cooperation and
the Japan-Russia Dialogue Club of the House of Councillors of the Parliament of Japan
(2018); the operation of the King Sejong Institute (2018-2023); and the Northern Forum
on Sustainable Development (2019-2024), among others.

The training of specialists with expertise in Oriental languages and cultures
constitutes a vital component of Russia’s integration into the Asia-Pacific region and
its collaborative engagements with countries in East and Southeast Asia. Among
the department’s alumni are professionals advancing various sectors of the republic,
including: K.A. Borisov, Permanent Representative of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) to the
Far Eastern Federal District; N.R. Maksimov, Vice-Rector for International Cooperation
at M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University; M.I. Sofronova, Deputy Director
of the Department of State Policy in the Sphere of Secondary Vocational Education
and Professional Training at the Ministry of Education of Russia; PV. Popov, Head of
the Avtodorozhny District Administration of the Municipal District “City of Yakutsk™;
V.1. Petrova, Chief Specialist in the Department of External Relations and Ethnic Affairs
of the Yakutsk City District Administration; U. Kobyakova, PhD, Professor at Kemyung
University (Daegu, Republic of Korea); A.S. Konova, Chinese Language Teacher
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at V.I. Malyshkina Secondary School No. 23 and “Teacher of the Year 20207; M.A.
Karamzina, Head of the Yakutsk Regional Service Center of ALROSA Information
Technologies LLC; A.A. Degtyareva, film director, screenwriter, producer, marketer,
member of the Union of Journalists of Russia, and winner of the “Spirit of Fire” International
Debut Film Festival (2024); and A.l. Sutakov, Brand Manager for gaming Products at
FunPlus, a developer of mobile and computer games, among many others.

The current stage of the department’s development is characterized by a transition
to a qualitatively new level of undergraduate and graduate education; the enhancement
of teaching, nurturing, and research processes; and the tackling of ambitious goals
through the realization of creative potential within the scholarly and educational
landscape. The strategic objective of the department, mirroring that of the Institute of
Foreign Philology and Regional Studies, is to evolve into a leading center for continuous
multilingual education, fostering modern competencies (digital and soft skills), and
promoting active scholarly, socio-cultural, and international engagement to preserve
and disseminate the linguistic and cultural diversity of Northeastern Russia.
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
