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The bright image of the Teacher

In 2025, we commemorate the centenary of the birth of Nikolay Georgievich
Samsonov, a veteran of the Great Patriotic War, Candidate of Philological Sciences,
Professor, Academician of the Academy of Spirituality, Honorary Worker of Higher
Professional Education of the Russian Federation, laureate of the Kirill and Mefodii
Republic Prize, Teacher of Teachers, Honored Scientist of the Yakut Autonomous Soviet
Socialist Republic, Honorary Citizen of Yakutsk and the Sakha Republic (Yakutia),
Excellent Worker of Higher School of the USSR, and recipient of the Medal “For Merit in
the Development of Science of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) — a scholar of global renown.

A prominent figure of this era, sharing in the triumphs and tribulations of his
homeland, Nikolay Georgievich faithfully served his country. His multifaced career
exemplifies a dedication to serving the people. He was lauded as a warrior, scholar,
educator, and journalist. While all of these designations are accurate, he remains, in the
memories of those who knew him, above all, a Human Being — King, intelligent, open,
unassuming, modest, with a compassionate heart and a clear conscience. His extensive
erudition made him a compelling conversationalist.

Nikolay Georgievich participated in the wars against German invaders and Japanese
imperialists. As a reconnaissance officer, he was decorated with two combat orders,
sixteen medals (including two from foreign nations), the “Excellent Scout” sign, and
commendations from the Supreme Commander-in-Chief.

A calm, measured comportment and high expectations for himself and others
characterized his interactions with colleagues and students. He would enter the lecture
hall deliberately — the students would immediately fall silent — and proceed to present
the most complex topics in historical-linguistic disciplines calmly, accurately, and
clearly. His scholarly works are characterized by the same precision and clarity that
distinguished his teaching. He was disciplined, valuing his own time and the time
of others — never arriving late and never keeping anyone waiting.

His extensive experience, exceptional professionalism, unwavering work ethic, sense
of responsibility, exacting standards, and benevolence inspired him great authority
and respect among students, colleagues, the broader community, and the population
of the republic.

Nikolay Georgievich devoted over 60 years to the education and training of highly
qualified philologists and served as Head of the Russian Language Department and
General Linguistic for 30 years. A natural pedagogue from the renowned Samsonov
teaching dynasty, he dedicated his life to serving his people and advancing their
enlightenment, cultivating a new generation. Multiple generations of students and
graduates of the Faculty of Philology acquired from him a fundamental knowledge of
the history of the Russian language, which undoubtedly aided them in their subsequent
scholarly and professional pursuits. Today, Nikolay Georgievich’s graduates work in
diverse fields throughout the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) — in schools, research institutions,
and journalism — contributing to the development of education and culture in our
multinational homeland.

Nikolay Georgievich made significant contribution through his extensive public
service activities. He consistency engaged in creative pursuits, serving as a member
of the Council on the Russian Language under the President of the Russian Federation
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(1995-2000) and under the Government of the Russian Federation (2001-2012). He also
held the position of Deputy Chairman of the Council on Language Policy of the Sakha
Republic (Yakutia) under the President of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) and served for
eight years on the editorial board of the multilingual international newspaper Za bukvite,
published in Bulgaria.

Nikolay Georgievich was also recognized in the republic as a journalist and a
member of the Union of Journalists of the USSR and Russia. He regularly addressed
pressing issues of contemporary society on the pages of newspapers and magazines,
prompting widespread public discussion. His articles and pronouncements were timely
and pertinent. He firmly established an unassailable reputation in scholarly circles and
among the general public, not only as an outstanding scientist but also as a bearer of
national spirit and culture, serving as a bridge between Russian, Yakut, and other
languages of the republic. Nikolay Georgievich dedicated his extraordinary talent fully to
serving the noble ideals of consolidating and fostering the spiritual unity of peoples.

Nikolay Georgievich was a renowned scholar and highly qualified specialist in Slavic
studies, highly valued in Russia and abroad. His scholarly interests encompassed Slavic
philology, comparative linguistics, language interaction, Russian dialectology, and
onomastics. He belonged to that select group of linguist-professors who laid the foundation
for linguistic training not only for many generations of students and graduate students
within his department but also far beyond its confines. He published 607 articles of scholarly,
popular scientific, and journalistic nature in Russia and internationally, along 59 monographs
and textbooks. His textbooks and teaching aids on historical-linguistic disciplines continue
to be in high demand. In 2024, the 11th edition of the textbook Old Church Slavonic, co-
authored by Nikolay Georgievich Samsonov, was published by ‘‘Flinta. Nauka’’publishing
house (Moscow). As a highly qualified specialist in Slavic studies, Nikolay Georgievich
was invited to lecture at universities in Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Bulgaria, Germany,
and the United States.

Scholar, educator, soldier, journalist — these facets define the multifaceted individual
of Nikolay Georgievich Samsonov.

Years pass, but they do not dimmish the contributions of this eminent scholar to global
linguistics, nor have the efforts of the founder of the Russian Federations’s sole system of
teaching aids for the history of the Russian language, which remain relevant to the training
of philologists, been in vain. The noble endeavor of serving science and educating new
generations of philologists, to which N.G. Samsonov dedicated his life, continues through
his talented students and the thousand of Russian language teachers who are graduates of
the Faculty of Philology at M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University.

Nikolay Georgievich Samsonov’s name is inscribed in golden letters in the history of
our republic, for his research has made a significant contribution to philological science.
The global scholarly community has appropriately recognized him as an outstanding
linguist of our planet. Thanks to individuals like him, the international community learns
about the Sakha Republic (Yakutia).

In our memory, the image of the Teacher, whose books we continue to use with new
generations of students, will forever remain.

In this anniversary year honoring Nikolay Georgievich Samsonov, a series of
commemorative events are planned with the support of the Government of the Sakha
Republic (Yakutia), the Ministry of Education and Science of the Sakha Republic
(Yakutia), and the Council on Language Policy under the President of the Sakha Republic
(Yakutia). These include the formal opening of the N.G. Samsonov Room in the Main
Academic Building at the M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University, as well
as conferences, round tables, and an exhibition of Professor Nikolay Samsonov’s
works and personal effects.
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
